Home Environment Section C
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All entries must be the work of the Exhibitor and completed between August 2021 and August 2022
except for Bedspread, Quilt, or Comforter class.

Entries will be disqualified if they are not considered functional items used in a home environment.
Craft/wooden items are not allowed in this section.

Judging Criteria: quality of workmanship; usefulness/functional home use items; color and design
application; personal creativity; cleanliness.

Framed pictures must be ready to hang on the wall or stand independently on a solid surface. Taped
hangers are not acceptable.

A wall hanging is a free flowing, flat fabric based on original or pattern creation. It is intended to be
suspended by a rod or dowel. Usually, layers of fabric are applied to develop the design. A wall
hanging is meant to be seen from a distance either inside or outside and to serve as an accessory to
the home or room. Embellishments include beads, feathers, and other items that serve to enhance the
overall fabric design. All wall hangings should have a rod pocket, extender tabs, or rings for hanging.
Group Entries must be entered under the name of only one of the group members.

A Champion and Reserve Champion will be selected from each division (Juniors, Intermediates, and
Seniors).

Decorative Bulletin Board — may have wooden frame

Decorative Trash Can

Storage Item — fabric only, storage accessories (locker caddy, laundry bag, covered hanger, chair
bag, etc.) Please attach a note care explaining the use.

Table coverings — 1 tablecloth, 4 placemats, 4 napkins or 1 table runner

Desk accessories — 2 different items (blotter, pencil holder, etc.)

Kitchen Accessory — fabric only (toaster cover, potholder, etc.)

Decorative Hand or Guest Towels — 2, needlework, applique, or other fabric trimmed (no bath
towels)

Decorative Pillowcase — needlework

Framed Needlework Picture — counted cross-stitch — stitching portion 5” x 7” or smaller
Framed Needlework Picture — counted cross-stitch — stitching portion larger than 5” x 7”
Framed Needlework Picture — candle wicking

Framed Needlework Picture — other type of needlework

Framed Needlework Picture — holiday design, any size

Needlework Plastic Canvas — flat stitching portion 5” x 7” or smaller

Needlework Plastic Canvas — flat stitching portion larger than 5” x 7”

Needlework Plastic Canvas — 3-dimensional — novelty (not a storage item)

Needlework Plastic Canvas — storage item

Framed Fabric Picture — needlework used in design

Framed Fabric Picture — may use paints, sequins, fabric trims (not needlework)

Wall Hanging — latch hook — no frame or hoop

Wall Hanging — pieced or appliques and quilted, no frame

Window Treatment — balloon shade, valance, curtain, drapery, etc.

Decorative Pillow — patchwork design, machine-pieced or hand-pieced, quilted

Decorative Pillow — patchwork design, machine-pieced or hand-pieced, not quilted
Decorative Pillow — candle wicking

Decorative Pillow — fabric painted
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Decorative Pillow — counted cross-stitch

Decorative Pillow — other types of needlework

Decorative Pillow — needlework, holiday design

Decorative Pillow — latch hook

Decorative Pillow — plain

Decorative Pillow — novelty shapes, usually from kit or pattern, not latch hook

Club/Small Group Project — items in this class may be worked on by one or more 4-H members of
the same club. Use only 1 entry form with 1 name. Attach card with the number working on project
and names, intended use —i.e. children’s hospital, raffle donation, etc.

Student Gift Basket/Box — A collection of 5 Home Environment Items for a student arranged in a
decorated box or basket like a gift. Indicate recipient’s grade level. A max of 3 purchased non-
perishable items may be included to enhance the basket/box (pencils, silk flowers, etc.)
Miscellaneous

Applique — original only, not from an iron-on kit

Place Setting — Provide one (1) complete place setting for one (1) to include: centerpiece (candle,
flowers, etc.), placemat, dishes, flatware, glasses/cups, napkin, etc. appropriate for your theme and
menu. Dished can be China, paper/disposable, or plastic. Place setting MUST include a menu
(include appetizer, main entrée, dessert, and beverage) written on a 3” x 5” card and the meal and
occasion (i.e. lunch — birthday party) on a separate card. Space not to exceed 2’ x 2’.
