GUIDELINES & RULES

1. Entries are due by July 22, 2026.

2. E-mail entry form, publicity release and digital photos to the following address:

3. Contestants must be residents of Caroline or Dorchester County, or an enrolled member of
Caroline or Dorchester County 4-H or FFA.

4. Princess and Queen contestants will be required to perform a talent as part of the
competition. Talents are not limited to traditional singing or dancing and can reflect any
special skill, hobby, or passion. Little Princess contestants will not perform a talent.

5. Contestants performing a talent are responsible for providing any props or materials needed
for their performance. A CD player and microphone will be available; however, all other items
must be supplied by the contestant. Talent performances should be limited to a maximum of
three minutes.

6. All Queen contestants will be required to complete a written essay prior to the pageant. The
essay will be completed in a supervised group setting on Friday, July 25 to ensure fairness
and equal opportunity for all participants. The time and location details will be provided to
contestants after their application has been received.

7. Appropriate Dress: Little Princess & Princess contestants should wear their Sunday best.
Queen contestants should wear a gown.

8. All contestants will be asked questions on stage regarding their hobbies, future plans, and
community (4-H/FFA, Scouts, church, etc.) involvement. Questions may also cover a variety
of other topics to allow contestants the opportunity to showcase their personality,
confidence, and communication skills.

9. Contestants must be available for a group photo either before or immediately after the
pageant. Winners will also be required to remain on stage after the competition for
individual and group photographs.
